Art form and Techniques 

 Collage is a piece of art in which pieces of paper, photo-
graphs and other materials are arranged and then stuck 
down onto a supporting surface. Collage was first used as 
an artists’ technique in the early twentieth century.   

 Landscape Art is a drawing or painting of nature. They 
usually have valleys, trees, rivers and forests in them.
